I. Objectives and contents
· The aim of this course is to:
a) share reflections and debate on the defence, education and promotion of human rights;

b) have an integral overview on the situation of the promotion of human rights through the exchange of ideas, concepts and information about each country or region; 

c) improve the skills for diagnosis, analysis, planning, and evaluation of public policies on human rights;

· As a general objective, the purpose of the course is to build a network to strengthen CIPDH’s inter- institutional work.

· The course has been designed in a seminar-workshop modality and will revolve around the following core topics: Memory, Truth and Justice; Promotion of human rights in democracy: integral conceptualization of Human Rights focused on ESCR and IC; Education policies and practices linked to human rights; Communication, culture and art in the promotion of Memory and human rights.

II. Course structure
Activities will be held at the premises of Espacio Memoria y Derechos Humanos (Ex ESMA), and other Memory sites and institutions related to the course. Participants will attend meetings with human rights organizations, those responsible for the implementation of public policies and specialists, and recognized leaders for the recovery and consolidation of the democratic system.

This intensive course will be held in Spanish and English languages, from Monday to Friday at 9.30 to 17.30, March 23-30, 2012.

III. Conditions for the admission of participants

The CIPDH invites to participate in this course all actors of the education system, public officials, national and international, researchers, representatives from the communication and culture fields, and social organizations related to human rights.

To participate in this training course it is necessary to have academic or job experience on topics related to the field of human rights. Academic requirements will be evaluated jointly with professional experience developed in the fields of research, planning, or implementation of public policies in human rights. Due to the thematic specificity of the course, it will also be taken into account those participants that have experience in the struggle related to the defence of human rights, irrespective of their academic and professional background.

Participants must have: a) a written endorsement from the institution where they work, and b) updated personal document (ID or passport), updated visa, if appropriate. Applicants should submit a letter of motivation describing how this course will contribute to the development of their professional activities. 
There are 30 spots available for this course.


IV. Final work and certificate

Participants shall write an individual report upon completion of the workshops and activities carried out during the seminar. They also should include an evaluation of the experience, commentaries and proposals for enriching the course of action of the CIPDH.

At the end of the course, participants will be given an attendance certificate signed by the authorities of the CIPDH. 

V. Costs and financing
Participants, their institutions or sponsor organizations, must pay air fares from their country of origin to Buenos Aires (Argentina) and personal expenses (lodging, food, and other costs) during their stay in the city of Buenos Aires.

The organizer will pay English/Spanish translation services, bibliography for the course, and logistics for the meetings and transfers of participants.
